Sanhedrin) that the people of Israel often turned away
from God, even after seeing His power.

HEBREWS 4:1-2 The writer of Hebrews warns
Christians not to miss God's rest like the Israelites did,
who heard His word but didn't mix it with faith. What
does it mean to truly trust God instead of just hearing
about Him?

HEBREWS 4:3-5 God's rest has been available
since creation, but many people never enter it because
of unbelief.
